A MOTION was made by Commissioner Olivia Pearson and seconded by Commissioner Marty Swain. The motion was unanimously carried by the Mayor and Commission. (7-0).

APPROVAL OF THE VOTING DELEGATES FOR 2011 MGAG ANNUAL MEETING
Upon recommendation from Mike Hudson, Gas Department Director, the Mayor and Commission unanimously approved (7-0) that Commissioner Bob Moore remains as the primary delegate and Mayor Jackie Wilson as the secondary delegate for the Municipal Georgia Association of Gas (MGAG).  Also, that the Mayor and Commissioners act on the attached resolution that will be hand delivered by Michael Hudson, Gas Director the day of the Annual MGAG Meeting which is held on May 13, 2011 at St. Simons Island.

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APPROVAL OF THE VOTING DELEGATES FOR MEAG POWER AND GEORGIA PUBLIC WEB 
Upon recommendation from Lamar Hill, Electric Department Director, the Mayor and Commission unanimously approved (7-0) to authorize Lamar Hill, as primary voting delegate and to appoint the Electric Department Liaison, Commissioner Bob Moore as an alternate delegate for the Municipal Electric Authority of Georgia (MEAG) Power and Georgia Public Web.
 
A MOTION was made by Commissioner Marty Swain for approval and seconded by Commissioner Dennis Josey.

APPROVAL OF THE GASKIN AVENUE-PHASE II PROJECT
Upon recommendation from Jacob Lott, City Engineer/Public Works Director, the Mayor and Commission unanimously approved (7-0) to authorize staff to proceed with line item changes necessary for the Gaskin Avenue Phase II Project provided the changes do not affect the scope of the project and staff adheres to the $10,000 authorized threshold for City Manager approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Bob Moore for approval and seconded by Commissioner Johnnie Lee Roper.

APPROVAL OF THE HVAC ENERGY EFFICIENCY RENOVATION PROGRAM 
Upon recommendation from Dale Batten, Community Development Director, the Mayor and Commission unanimously approved (7-0) the proposal received from Safe Aire for the HVAC Energy Efficiency Renovations for various city facilities funded with ARRA Grant Funds administered through the Georgia Environmental Financial Authority and authorize the preparation and submittal of the necessary budget amendment on GEFA Contract EECBG-ARRA-GOV-120.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Bob Moore for approval and seconded by Commissioner Johnnie Lee Roper.

APPROVAL OF THE DOT TRANSPORTATION ENHANCEMENT DOCUMENTS 
Upon recommendation from Dale Batten, Community Development Director, the Mayor and Commission unanimously approved (7-0) a resolution authorizing Mayor Jackie L. Wilson to execute necessary documents to proceed with the Department of Transportation TE Project No.  CSTEE-0009-00(017), pi 0009017 which is the trestle installation on the Douglas Greenway Trail at the Seventeen Mile Creek north of North Chester Avenue.
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A MOTION was made by Commissioner Johnnie Lee Roper for approval and seconded by Commissioner Marty Swain. 

APPROVAL OF THE FIRST READING OF ORDINANCE TO ADOPT ZONING MAP
Ray Parker, Community Development Planning Division, requested that Jerome Adams, City Attorney present the first reading of the ordinance to adopt the drafted Zoning Map making it consistent with zoning districts as recently adopted in the Unified Land Development Code. “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE UNIFIED LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE OF THE CITY OF DOUGLAS GEORGIA, CHANGING THE ZONING MAP TO MAKE THE CURRENT ZONING MAP CONSISTENT WITH ZONING DISTRICTS AS ADOPTED IN THE UNIFIED LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE.”    

Jerome Adams, City Attorney offered and read this ordinance for the first time at the regular meeting of the Mayor and Board of Commissioners, on May 9, 2011. This ordinance will be presented and read for the second time at the regular meeting of the Mayor and Board of Commissioners, scheduled on May 23, 2011.

APPROVAL OF THE FIRST READING OF APPLICATION FOR ZONING TEXT AMENDMENT
Ray Parker, Community Development Planning Division, stated upon recommendation by  the Planning Commission, that to allow Jerome Adams, City Attorney would present the first reading  amending the Unified Land Development Code Chapter 3, Zoning Districts, Table 3-1 Table of Permitted Uses, Commercial, Car Washes, Gateway District to allow car washes in the Gateway district and amend Chapter 7 Supplemental Standard Item 8 Car Washes section (e) by adding: Exterior walls shall be brick construction, be approved and that the ordinance be read for the first time at this meeting. 

 “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE UNIFIED LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE OF THE CITY OF DOUGLAS, GEORGIA, CHAPTER 3, ZONING, DISTRICTS, TABLE 3-1, TABLE OF PERMITTED USES, COMMERCIAL, GATEWAY DISTRICT, CAR WASHES AND CHAPTER 7 SUPPLEMENTAL STANDARDS ITEM 8 SECTION (e).”    

Jerome Adams, City Attorney offered and read this ordinance for the first time at the regular meeting of the Mayor and Board of Commissioners, on May 9, 2011. This ordinance will be presented and read for the second time at the regular meeting of the Mayor and Board of Commissioners, along with the public hearing being scheduled on May 23, 2011.
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APPROVAL OF THE AMENDMENT TO GMA MASTER PLAN DOCUMENT
Upon recommendation from Judy Carter, Human Resources Director, the Mayor and Commission unanimously approved (7-0) to adopt a resolution to be signed by Mayor Wilson to amend the Georgia Municipal Association (GMA) 457 (b) Deferred Compensation Plan to reflect changes in the law under the Pension Protection Act of 2006; Heart Earnings Assistance and Relief Tax Act of 2008; Worker, Retiree and Employer Recovery Act of 2008 and model language promulgated by the IRS and Compensation Paid after Severance from Employment.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Bob Moore for approval and seconded by Commissioner Marty Swain.

Kimberly Tucker, Central Services Administrative Assistant, stated that a Community Youth Summit for ages 10-20 this would be held Saturday, 10 a.m. – 2 p.m. on May 14, 2011 at the Central Square Gym.
